Old Business:

New Business – no topics were raised

Principals Report:
The football team had a very exciting season. They went to provincials and lost in 4th overtime. Congratulations!
Basketball will be starting soon. All coaching has been arranged.
School Improvement days have been productive for staff.  One of the main topics for staff development has been has been inclusion/differentiated learning.
School pictures turned out well. People seem satisfied with the pictures. One draw-back of this company is that they don’t provide student ID cards. It is important that students have a professional looking ID card – so this will have to be considered for next year.
The staff has just finished applying for a technology grant.
Board Members Report:
The district received $762 033.00 back from the government. The money will be divided up in the areas of AISI, District Principle, Classroom & Community Support, Support Staff, Colony education funds, PD & School Improvement, and schools will receive and extra $70/student. This total of extra money works out to 7/12 of what was originally cut from the district’s funds.
The new minister toured Eagle Butte. Topics of discussion between the minister and the district included bussing, funding for rural education, raising the age for dropping out from 16 to 17, adjusting the maximum age for high school eligibility from 19 to 21, and setting up a rural task force (Prairie Rose will be piloting this). There was no reassurance on the stabilization grant.
The province has opened up dialogue on the School Act.  There has been some discussion on schools receiving stabilized funding (e.g. a 3 year funding commitment).
Council of School Councils – report by Kirsten Spisak
The meeting was very informative. Some of the notable topics of discussion were budgeting, video conferencing – Wi-Fi for very rural students, and international student trips.
